Using CAPA for Homework

Your student number for CAPA is 000 plus your alpha number.  In addition, you will need to obtain a CAPAID for EACH homework set.  That is, a different CAPAID is assigned to you for each homework set.  To get the CAPAID, follow the steps below:

1) Using Netscape (or Explorer), go to the web page http://highspin.mathsci.usna.edu/CAPA/ (don't forget the last backslash!!). You should see:
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Clisk | here | to work on CAPA,

Click | here | to clear Student Number and CAPA ID.

To end this Web session:

Choose File (from the browser mem), then Ext/Quit




2) Click on "Click here to have your CAPAID email to you," located in the upper left corner.

3) This will take you to the following page:
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Click || here | torequest CAPAID.

Click | here |to clear Student Number and CAPA ID,




4) Make sure Class says "Tuch211"

5) Put "000" then your alpha number in the box labeled "Student Number"

6) Put the homework set number (in this case "1") in box labeled "Set Number of CAPA ID needed"

7) Click "here" to request CAPAID

8) Check your email: You should have received a message from teacher@highspin.nadn.navy.mil.  This message contains your CAPAID.

Now, on to your homework...

To access your homework, go back to http://highspin.mathsci.usna.edu/CAPA/ in your web browser.

You should see the original page again (see figure on p. 1).

1) Once again, make sure Class says "Tuch211"

2) Enter 000 plus your alpha number in "Student Number" box

3) Enter your CAPAID in the next box (you will only see stars, for security purposes)

4) Click "here" to work on CAPA

If you put in the correct Student Number and CAPAID, you should see:
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"Help" describes how to enter units and exponentials properly.

"Try current set" takes you to your homework.

"View previous set" will let you look at your past homework sets and include the correct answers.

"Display term summary" will show your homework grade for CAPA problems ONLY.

Click on "Try current set" to see something like:

At the top you should see your name, the set number, and the due date/time.  

You get 12 tries at each problem, unless otherwise noted.

ALTHOUGH YOU WILL HAVE THE SAME PROBLEMS, EVERYONE WILL HAVE DIFFERENT VALUES IN THE PROBLEMS, SO EVERYONE WILL HAVE A UNIQUE ANSWER!

For numerical answers, you must enter the correct number (with correct significant figures) and correct units.  If you enter incorrect sig figs or units, CAPA will tell you, but it will not deduct one of your tries.
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
